LCFF Purpose

The Local Control Funding Formula provides more
equitable school funding, with local flexibility and
greater community engagement. The LCFF, a
comprehensive overhaul of California’s school
funding system, is seen as a national model for
school funding equity. The focus of the funding
formula is to close achievement gaps for low-
income, English learners and foster youth.
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With more authority and flexibility comes more responsibility in ensuring that the actions and expenditures that we have in place are making a significant, positive impact for our students specifically our unduplicated students represented by low-income,  English learners and foster youth.

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LCFF (Local Control Funding Formula) is designed to close the achievement gap by providing additional funds to support improved student outcomes and accountability.

How do we get the LCFF Money - 

Every district receives a per pupil base grant allocation. – kids coming to school ADA – average daily attendance
Classroom reduction money – we receive money for keeping our class sizes lower
Districts serving targeted populations - Low Income (LI), English Learner (EL), and Foster Youth (FY) students receive a supplemental grant allocation for each unduplicated student.
Districts with 55% or higher unduplicated LI, EL, and FY students receive an additional concentration grant.
At a districtwide 88% Unduplicated Count, PSUSD receives Base, Supplemental, and Concentration funds

There are three funds for operating schools –
Base fund which covers much of your operating expenditures
Federal funding – the largest of which is Title I Funding – this money is very targeted and restricted money and has to be targeted at additional resources specifically to improve student performance in ELA and Math – Title I Money is based on number of free and reduced students that we have (Federal Funds – Most Restricted)
State Funding – in the past it also was pretty restrictive and needed to be used to target certain groups of students – With the new Local Control Funding Formula we have more of an opportunity to look at the needs of our students locally and to develop a plan to increase services that will allow our students to be more successful
