New Discipline Module

Demonstration will show users 
MSB fields and functions, setup, and rules, and how to apply MSB to fit your school’s needs. For maximum benefit, 
attendees should understand general scheduling concepts and other routes to scheduling (e.g., Course Request 
setup and concepts)
